A Boy and His Soul

He’s got rhythm. He’s 
got music. Specifically, 
Colman Domingo’s got the 
soul music recordings that 
changed his life — and 
has used them to craft an 
explosive, well-
constructed 
one-man show. 
Who could ask 
for more? Not 
his audience, 
that’s for sure. 

Domingo is 
best known for 
the flamboyant,  
eccentric char-
acters he played 
to perfection in 
the rock musical “Passing 
Strange,” now preserved 
in Spike Lee’s film version. 
His exaggerated facial 
expressions, theatrical 
voice and hyper body 
movements are distinctive 
and hilarious. 

In “A Boy and His 
Soul,” written and 
performed by Do-
mingo, he uses his favorite 
soul music records as a ba-
sis to recall growing up in 
Philadelphia in the 1970s 
an ’80s. He performs on a 
bare stage with a detailed 
backdrop depicting his 
suburban basement and all 
its clutter.   

Domingo describes how 
the music gets 
into his body, 
evoking images, 
past encounters, 
places and 
people in his 
life. 

What makes 
Domingo’s show 
so entertain-
ing is how he 
carefully mixes 
a heartfelt 

monologue with intricate 
characterizations and seg-
ments of songs into a lively 
production. One moment, 
he is performing the role of 
his stepfather, romancing 
his mother with thrusting 
hips. Seconds later, he is 

doing the Hustle.  
Domingo gets so 
physical, he oc-
casionaly must 
wipe sweat off his 
forehead. 

In all, Domingo 
portrays 11 char-
acters while 
re-enacting 
scenes from his 
past, most notably how he 
admitted he was gay to his 
brother at a strip club on 
his 21st birthday. Another 
haunting moment involves 
his mother pointing her 
black pocketbook to the 
moon, chanting, “New 
money, new experiences 
and new dreams.” 

Bottom line: “A Boy 
and His Soul” belongs in 
the limited pantheon of 
worthwhile one-person 
autobiographical plays 
alongside Billy Crystal’s 
“700 Sundays” and 
Chazz Palminteri’s “A 
Bronx Tale.”

Hamlet 
There’s great buzz in town over 
Jude Law in “Hamlet,” which is 
still in previews on Broadway, but 
Bonnie J. Monte’s production of 
the play in New Jersey is unusually 
strong and also worth checking 
out. Gareth Saxe gives a very 
physical performance as Hamlet, 
emphasizing the character’s youth 
and unpredictable nature.
